A complete list of references in alphabetical order should be provided at the end of the paper (see Section 2.1.1).

Please check the paper for spelling and grammatical correctness before submission. The conference uses UK English. The paper review committee may not accept a paper for conference publications if the standard of English is not suitable for academic reading.
